Having discussed the position of the Ministry of the Interior (POZ–528);

Having examined  the conclusions of the Seimas Committee on National Security and Defence and the Committee on Legal Affairs on the amended proposal by the European Commission, as well as the conclusions of the Seimas Committee on Legal Affairs and the Committee on Human Rights on the previous proposal by the European Commission,    

has resolved:
The proposal on the evaluation of the Schengen Acquis is in possible violation of the principle of proportionality established in the Treaties of the European Union because of the following arguments:   
1. The proposal relates to the European Commission proposal to amend Regulation No 562/2006 in order to provide for common rules on the temporary reintroduction of border control at internal borders in exceptional circumstances, which has been found to be in possible violation of the proportionality principle established in the Treaties of the European Union. 
2. The proposal does not sufficiently ensure the active role of Members States in the process of evaluation of the Schengen Acquis, stipulating that it is only the representatives of the European Commission that carry out unannounced inspections at internal borders.
